· Food vendors must comply with both Health Department and Fire Code regulations.

· The event will be held in Carl Miller Park, American Legion Blvd. Mountain Home, Idaho.

Pre-Event Setup:
Move-in for vendors will begin Friday 15, June 2007 at 1 PM.

Please have your vendor pass on the dashboard of your vehicle.  All vehicles must be moved off the grass, during the day.  If you have a camper, please let us know at the time of registration.

Upon arrival at the park, please check in at the cook-shack. For you assigned space.

Please bring all necessary equipment and supplies, as well your own extension cord (75 – 100 ft. one cord for each outlet requested) and signs to promote your business.  City park workers will be only available Friday afternoon to assist in the event of electrical problems.
